There will be a P4 buddy assigned to every P1 student to assist them during recess.
There will also be teachers stationed in the canteen to help the P1 students.

3) Can parents accompany their child on the first few days of school during recess?

Parents will be allowed to accompany child/ward into the school premise on first day of
school. The accompanying parents can see their child/ward having their recess on first
day of school. From day 2 onwards, parents will not be allowed to enter the school
premises as students from Primary 2 to 6 will be in school.
